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Doha Academy’s School Uniform Policy 
 
 

In the spirit of school community and a sense of pride and belonging, all students must wear the 
required Doha Academy school uniform. We believe that parents have a duty to ensure their child 
follows the uniform policy and must ensure that the uniform is clean, ironed and in good repair.  
 
Parents will be asked to send appropriate school uniform to school if their child is not following the 
Uniform Policy. 
 
In the event a student continually flouts the uniform policy, warnings will be given and meetings 
with parents requested; thereafter, a home-school agreement must be signed by the parent and 
student. Students persistently not following the uniform policy risk not being re-enrolled for the 
next academic year. 

 
Boys’ Uniform 

• Plain, white formal shirt – short or long sleeves (with school logo) the logo can be 
requested from Admissions 

• Navy blue trousers (with school logo) 

• Plain black shoes or plain black trainers 

• White or navy blue socks 

• School regulation, plain, navy blue hooded jacket (with school logo) no fashion branding 

 
Girls’ Uniform 

• White formal blouse – short or long sleeves with school logo. (School regulation navy blue 

hooded jacket must be worn over a short-sleeved blouse.) 

• School regulation plain, navy blue hooded jacket (with school logo) no fashion branding. 

• School regulation navy blue trousers or skirt with logo (“skinny” fit trousers are not 

acceptable). 

• Plain black shoes or plain black trainers 

• White or navy blue socks or tights 

• Navy blue shayla 

• Optional: plain, black abaya and black shayla. (Regulation school uniform must be worn 

underneath.) 

 

Parents of non-Muslim parents can request exemption for their daughter to wear a shayla.  

 

 

PE Uniform for Girls & Boys 

The PE uniform should only be worn on days when students have PE lessons  

• School regulation white polo T-shirt (with the school logo) 

• School regulation navy blue tracksuit trousers and jacket 

• Plain black trainers  

• Navy blue or white sport socks 

• Optional: Cap (Navy blue) can be worn for outdoor PE (must not be worn in the school 
building.) 
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Special Notes: 

• Secondary girls must ensure that their hair is covered at all times while on the school 

site, on school trips or participating in school events.  

• All Secondary students must have modest hairstyles; unnatural coloured, shaved-

patterned hair will not be accepted. 

• Girls are not permitted to wear leggings at any time. 

• Tight fitting school trousers are not acceptable. 

• If a student attends school with a hairstyle deemed inappropriate by the Head of 

Section, their parents will be contacted in order for a resolution to be found. 

 
Hair, Jewellery and Make-Up (Girls) 
 
Required: 

• Long hair should be tied back neatly at all times.  

• Plain black, navy-blue or white hair bands can be worn. 

Not permitted: 

• Nail varnish 

• long nails  

• False nails 

• Facial piercings 

• False eyelashes 

• Tattoos 

• Coloured contact lenses 

• Sunglasses (unless for medical reasons) 

• Jewellery of any description. 

• Smart watches 
 

Exceptions: 

• Simple watch 

• Single stud earrings (no multiple ear-piercings) 

 

NB: Doha Academy will not take any responsibility for jewellery items or watches lost or damaged 

at school.
