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Introduction

Doha Academy is proud to have been selected by the Ministry of Education & Higher Education (MoEHE)
to pilot its home-schooling initiative in 2024/25. This initiative is designed to help students who have

been out of the mainstream education system for at least one academic year, or who are coming from an
existing home-schooling program. This policy outlines the conditions established for home-schooling by

the Private School Licensing Department of the MoEHE.
What do we mean by home-schooling?

A student enrolled in the home-schooling program at Doha Academy completes their studies from their
home or other out-of-school setting chosen by their parent. Being home-schooled entitles such students

at Doha Academy to receive the provision outlined below.
Which students are eligible for home-schooling?

The following criteria must be met in order for a student to be enrolled as a home-schooled student at

Doha Academy:

® The student must have been outside of the education system (not attending school) for the year prior
to enrollment as a home-schooled student. Alternatively, they must be coming directly from another
home-schooling provision.

® The student must be eligible for Secondary Education and aged at least 12-years of age.

® The student’s nationality (as per Passport / QID) must be British (as per our curriculum provision).

® Home-schooling may well support the needs of students for whom attending school in person presents

significant physical or emotional challenges.
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Conditions of home-schooling:

® Astudentenrolled at Doha Academy as a home-schooled student cannot also attend lessons or
activities in person at school, with the exception of scheduled parent-teacher meetings and
scheduled summative examinations.

® Parents must follow the application procedures outlined below and complete the school’s home-
schooling agreement.

® Astudent will be enrolled into the Year Group as per their age and MoEHE regulations.
Our home-schooling provision:

Home-schooled students enrolled at Doha Academy are members of the school community just as
students attending in school are. Such students are fully-enrolled members of the school, but do not take

up a physical seat in the school.

As an all-inclusive school, we seek to support the needs of all students in their right to receive a high-
quality education regardless of their needs. The following outlines the provision for home-schooled

students at the Doha Academy group of schools:

® All lessons will be recorded on MS Teams for students to access in their own time and pace, thus not
restricted the student to a particular time or schedule. This will encourage parents to develop with
their child their own schedule appropriate to any additional needs that they may have.

® |f a student/ parent wishes, upon request the student may attend a live lesson online.

® Students will have access to the online learning resources applicable to the Year Group they're
enrolled in.

® Students will be able to communicate via the messenger / chat channel on MS Teams with their
teachers (e.g. to ask questions, seek more information, receive teacher feedback etc.).

® Students will be able to upload their assignments / HW on a daily basis and have the work assessed

by their teachers.
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® Parents can request short meetings with their child’s teacher on a monthly basis to gain feedback on
their child’s progress.

® Parents can join (alone or with their child) scheduled, termly Parent-Teacher-Meetings with other
students.

® Students are expected to attend in-person all summative examinations (school and Ministry subjects).

If required, separate provision in terms of school location will be arranged.
What is not included in our home-schooling provision:

® Asstated, students cannot attend in-person lessons at the school or other school activities other than
whole-school scheduled, termly Parent-Teacher-Meetings and summative termly examinations.
@ Qut-of-hours or separate 1-2-1 tuition is not provided by the school. Parents are welcome to arrange

their own tutoring in their home if they wish (although this is not provided by Doha Academy staff).
What is the cost per home-schooled student?

In addition to the normal application fees, the school charges 30% of the published school tuition fees

per child. Parents are required to purchase their own learning resources (textbooks, copybooks etc.).
What is the application process?

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Registration conditions:

First: The guardian is obligated to submit an application to register his child in the home self-education
system at one of the private schools licensed to provide this type of education, according to the dates

specified by the administration annually, while fulfilling all requirements and registration conditions.
Second: The concerned school receives the student’s registration request and does the following:

1. Conduct a case study of the student based on his social, health, economic condition, and educational
history with documented documents provided by the guardian and conduct a personal interview for the

student and guardian.

2. The guardian provides any important documents that prompted the guardian to choose this type of

education.

3. The school conducts an approved placement test in the curriculum it offers and mentioned in the
educational plan for home self-education. The test is supervised by a certified specialist to determine the

appropriate grade for registering the student in the student registration system.

4. Educational qualification certificate of the guardian (father or mother).
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
